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Principal’s Message
I am delighted to write a message for 
this latest edition of News from St. Paul’s.

The 2007/8 school year has been 
incredibly busy. It has certainly not been 
the ‘time of rest’ we all expected after 
the 155th Anniversary celebrations! 
The highlight and most demanding 
aspect of the past twelve months was 
the Comprehensive Review; the 5 year 
appraisal of the College’s management 
and programmes that is a requirement 
of being a DSS school. We opted to 
set up our own team of reviewers and 
were delighted to secure the services of 
Professor Kwong Lee Dow, recently 
retired Vice Chancellor of the University 
of Melbourne, as Chairman of the 
Review Team. The team, comprising ten 
leading Hong Kong educators, spent 
six days at the College and their final 
report will be posted on the College 
website in due course. Their conclusions 
and recommendations will be carefully 
considered and will guide the direction 
of our school over the next five years. 
At one of the debriefing sessions, the 
Review Team stated that “St. Paul’s 
College enjoys an enviable reputation 
in Hong Kong. This Review, thorough 
and extensive as it has been, clearly 
demonstrates this reputation to be fully 
justified.”

A major new initiative this past year has 
been The St. Paul’s College Foundation 
Ltd. The Col lege recognises the 
need to provide a first class learning 
environment for our boys and staff and 
that this requires additional income 
beyond that provided by Government 

and School Fees. The Foundation 
enables donors to make tax-exempt 
donations that will be used for a variety 
of exciting initiatives and developments. 
The Foundation has given high priority 
in its fund-raising activities to the 
relocation of the Primary School from 
its current location in Hill Road to a 
green site on the corner of Pokfulam 
and Victoria Roads. The new Primary 
School is due to open in 2011. Other 
projects for the Foundation include 
student scholarships, the advancement 
of e-learning, and the proper housing 
of the College Archives in the newly 
renovated and refurbished Wong Ming 
Him Hall. The inaugural donation to 
the Foundation came from the Class 
of 1967 who presented a cheque for a 
very generous HK$1,085,000.

Miss  Joseph ine  Ho  ha s  been 
appointed Secretary to the Foundation 
and has also assumed responsibility 
for the Archives. Josephine would like 
to hear from Alumni who would like 
to donate College memorabilia to the 
archival collection (kmh@spc.edu.hk).

St. Paul’s College is proud of its history 
and excited about its future. I have 
a simple request to all who read 
this edition of News from St. Paul’s:

P. Chow, Mr. W. L. Tang, the school Football Club and the Junior Red Cross for 
helping to make this event an overwhelming success.
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2. The AGM and the Poolside Party

In December 2007, we organised our AGM in the new South Wing of SPC. With 
the special permission of the Principal, we enjoyed the new facilities there and 
organised the first poolside party in the school. Over 150 alumni and their families 
enjoyed this happy gathering where there were good food, good wine and plenty 
of open space for playing around, such as football and basketball at night time!
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3. Special Reception for Senior Alumni

Through exceptional efforts, we have ‘reconnected’ 8 pre-war graduates (all in 
their 80s or 90s!!) to come back to the College on 1st December 2007 to pay a visit 
to the new buildings and have a ‘yum cha’ gathering in the new Common Room 
of the College. Dr. Kennard, Archbishop Emeritus Peter K. K. Kwong and core 
alumni members were also present.

4. The Spring Dinner

This was another event of which the level of success was far better then what we 
expected. With the assistance of our former Chairman Dr. Ian Chan (1967), we 
organised a Spring Dinner in February 2008. The response was so good that over 
200 teachers and alumni turned up, jammed the entire hall of the Chinese General 
Chamber of Commerce and we had to turn away late comers. Thanks also to Alan 
Chiu (1996), Norman Hau (1996), Hugo Ngaw (1993), Sarah Kwok (1997), 
Simon Lee (1998) and all those who have donated lucky draw gifts on that night.
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This was the fourth year of our mentorship scheme. Many groups had been 
formed for alumni to meet F.6 boys and share their life experience with them. 
The inauguration was held in November 2007 with Mr. Dane Cheng (1981), 
General Manager of Corporate Communications of Cathay Pacific, as our guest of 
honour. The annual mentorship high table dinner was held on 26th April 2008 at 
Cosmopolitan Hotel, Happy Valley. The Guest of Honour was Sean Lin from the 
Class of 1989, who is currently Chairman of HKUST Alumni Association and winner 
of Ten Most Outstanding Young Persons 2006. I was most grateful to Committee 
member Alan Chiu (1996) and his team who organised this annual programme 
and made it smooth and successful.

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The First World's Leading Schools 
Football Championship

St. Paul’s College was invited by the 
International Forum of Leading Schools 
Standing Committee to participate 
in the First World's Leading Schools 
Football Championship from 20th to 
26th October 2007 in Beijing. 

The competition was jointly hosted 
by the European Union Education 
Foundation and Chinese Schools 
Football Association. Eight renowned 
schools from different parts of the 
world joined this event. They were: 
Eton College, Dulwich College and 
Sutton Grammar School from the 
UK, Amstelveen College from the 
Netherlands, The High School Affi liated 
to Renmin University, Beijing No.4 High 
School and Beijng Luhe High School 
from China. It was an honour for St. 
Paul’s College to represent Hong Kong.

The experience gained in Beijing was 
fruitful and unforgettable. It was a 
wonderful opportunity for our boys 
to build friendship with other boys on 

an informal basis. Apart from football, 
various activities were organised. We 
visited the Summer Palace, Wan Fu Jing 
Da Jie and the landmark of Beijing, the 
Great Wall.
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Science Tour to Cambridge

Fifteen of our students went to 
Cambridge for a two-week Science 
study tour which was led by Mr. Au 
Yeung and Mr. Yeung. This tour 
was organized and accompanied by 
Ms. Rebecca Clarke of Cambridge 
University in the UK. It was a joint-
school tour with St. Stephen’s College, 
St. Stephen’s Girls’ College, HK Wah 
Yan Col lege, Kowloon Wah Yan 
College and La Salle College.

During the fourteen-day tour, students 
lived in groups with their mentors, 
who were studying in Sidney Sussex 

College. They had Physics, Chemistry 
and Biology lessons in Lucy Cavendish 
College and in the laboratory of Perse 
School. After the lessons, students 
had discussions with their mentors. 

The boys spent a number of days 
visiting Cambridge and Oxford. They 
also visited Chelsea Football Club; a 
marvellous opportunity for them to 
visit one of the best football teams 
in England. They also enjoyed a West 
End Show named “Wicked” , visited 
the Science Museum, and punted in 
the River Cam.
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Between 27th April and 4th May, 5 Form 
Six students (Siu Wai Lok, Lui Hong 
Yat, Suen Shing Yu, Tang Tsz Hong, 
Brian and Wong Michael Gar Jun), 
Mr. Alvin Yu (Careers Master) and Mr. 
Alex Wong (Teacher Librarian) took 
part in the Sciences Po Europe – Asia 
Conference 2008 organised by the 
Students’ Union of Sciences Po Paris (Le 
Havre). The aim of the conference was 
to bring together young people from 
different cities in Europe and Asia to 
discuss important issues concerning the 
two regions and the world as a whole. 
The conference themes included “The 
Future of Europe & Asia”, “Media 
and Social Freedoms”, “Energy and 
Sustainable Development”, “Regional 
Integration” and “Culture, Religion, 
Thought and Language”.

 

Apart from students from St. Paul’s 
College, students from schools in 
Russia, France, Singapore and Mainland 
China also took part in the conference. 
Five lectures, one on each of the 
aforementioned themes, were given by 
experts and professors from Sciences 
Po. At the end of each lecture, a Q&A 
session was scheduled to help the 
students deepen their understanding 
of the topic. In addition, three debates 
were scheduled to give them an 
opportunity to express themselves. The 
different backgrounds of the students 

helped to create favourable dynamics 
which made possible these occasions 
for meaningful exchanges of ideas and 
views. Our students have no doubt 
benefited greatly from these debates 
and the lectures which were both 
engaging and inspiring. 
 

Le Havre is a beautiful coastal city 
in Normandy. Our students learnt a 
lot about this war-torn city and its 
architectural history. A visit to the 
Andre Malraux Museum broadened 
their knowledge on Impressionist 
Art. Interaction with their foreign 
counterparts brought new friendships 
and helped our students see things 
from different perspectives. The Gala 
Dinner introduced them to French 
cuisine and etiquette. All in all, this 
inaugural conference was a truly 
unforgettable experience for both the 
organisers and the participants. We 
went with high expectations and we 
were not disappointed at all.

Sciences Po Europe – Asia 
Conference 2008
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21st World Scout Jamboree

In 2007, Scouting celebrated its 
Centenary and the 21st World Scout 
J amboree  was  the  ma in  wor ld 
centenary event. It gathered more 
than 40,000 Scouts from 
around the world for 13 days 
from 27 July to 8 August in 
Hylands Park, Essex, England. 
They came from a variety of 
cultures, backgrounds and 
religions and celebrated what 
united them and learnt what 
they could do together to 
help build a better world. 
August 1st was a unique and 
important day in the history of World 
Scouting. At 8 a.m., a Scout played a 

kudu horn on Brownsea Island 
to mark the 100th anniversary 
of Baden-Powell opening the 
first Scout Camp. Across the 
globe, Scouts renewed their 
promise during a Sunrise 
Ceremony at 8 a.m. local 
time. The Scout Association 
of Hong Kong selected 500 
members to participate in 

the Jamboree; the largest Hong Kong 
Contingent to attend the Jamboree. 
With the support of the school, 
the Western District and the Scout 

Association of Hong Kong, 22 Scouts 
and 6 Venture Scouts led by our Group 

Scout Leader Mr. Yeung Yat 
Yu and Scout Leader Mr. Ho 
Chuen Yan were selected to 
be the Contingent members 
representing Hong Kong in 
the World Scout Jamboree. 
Our group was the largest 
among all the groups of the 
Contingent.
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Laughter and smiling faces were found in the English Fun Day held on 22nd 
February 2008 (Friday). Organised by the English Society of St. Paul’s College, the 
event aimed to provide all junior form students with a language-rich, pressure-free 
and enjoyable environment to learn English outside the classroom. 

'As the Mainland’s worst snowstorms have caused havoc and thousands of people 
are hard hit, we want to make use of this fun day to raise funds for them,' says 
Mr. David Chan, the organiser of this event.

‘We think this is a particularly 
meaningful activity – because 
not only do we try to stimulate 
our students to learn English 
through various English activities, 
but we can raise money for a 
good cause,’ said Mr. Chan. In 
fact, with the full support from 
the College Principal, Dr. John 
Kennard, St. Paul’s College 
attaches much importance to 

students’ all-round development. Through organising an event like this, students 
can learn English and have fun at the same time. This is something that they 
cannot get from textbooks.

Game booths, designed 
and manned by members 
of the English Society, 
were set up for all the 
junior form students to 
encourage them to take 
part in various language 
activities. What was most 
special was that there 
were food stalls serving 
mouth-watering tit-bits 
such as pop corn and curry fi sh balls prepared by students and parents. 

This year, the school raised close to $10,000 for the victims caught in the 
snowstorms on the Mainland. 

St. Paul’s College - 
English Fun Day 2008
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Over the years, our students have traversed the globe, visiting all continents, with 
the exception of South America. They have been to such diverse locations as 
Iceland and South Africa, seen castles, palaces, glaciers, waterfalls, space craft and 
fun parks. But this year they will participate in an entirely new project: community 
service in China.

Earlier this year, the Rev. Paul Tong at St. John’s College, HKU, told me something 
of his work in Hulan County to the north of Harbin. The Rev. Paul has been 
tireless in his establishment of local schools and educational facilities in the 
Hulan community. I immediately expressed interest in St. Paul’s being somehow 
involved in this work. It was decided that we send a team of students to Hulan 
to participate in community service. In early May, Miss Angeline Chan from our 
English Department and I accompanied the Rev. Tong on a pre-tour visit. We met 
with local government and education officials and set in place the arrangements 
for our community service work in late June. The College will send a party of 
13 Form 6 students, 5 
undergraduate alumni 
and 3 members of staff 
to Hulan for 10 days. 
The 17 boys and 1 girl 
w i l l  spend  f i ve  days 
undertak ing phys ica l 
labour, laying paving 
stones for a playground 
in a new Primary School. 
They wi l l  a l so  spend 
two days in a remote 
agricultural community, 
t e a c h i n g  E n g l i s h  t o 
children in the village 
Primary School. 

 
This will be a rewarding 
and moving experience for 
our students and teachers, 
part icular ly  coming so 
soon after the terr ible 
earthquake in Sichuan 
Province, and is a project 
that I hope will continue 
for many years.

Harbin: A New Direction in the 
Global Classroom
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The St. Paul’s College Foundation Ltd.
The Foundation has been established 
to ensure that boys who attend the 
College are provided with a first-
class learning environment. It  is 
through the generosity of donors that 
income, additional to that provided 
by Government and School Fees, can 
be directed at improving facilities and 
programmes in both the College and 
the Primary School.

The Foundation Committee has set an 
inaugural target of HK$50,000,000 to 
be directed at a number of projects, 
including the relocation of the Primary 
School to the corner of Pokfulam and 
Victoria Roads; additional student 
scholarships; and the provision of 
advanced e-learning facilities.

As part of their 40th Anniversary

This money was 
put toward the refurbishment of 
the newly renovated Wong Ming 
Him Hall and the Class of 1967 will 
be appropriately recognised in the 
building that holds so many memories 
for Old Boys. It is hoped that other 
classes will consider following the 
lead of the Class of 1967 and make 
a tangible contribution to their alma 
mater.

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In memory: Mr. Andrew Pun 
Some teachers you soon forget; some 

teachers you don't forget but rather 

forget; but there are the few that 

you don't forget because they made 

a positive impact on your life: Mr. 

Andrew Poon was such a teacher.

At a time when teaching was largely 

spoon feeding, Mr. Poon stood out as 

one of the pioneers who taught his 

students to think, to investigate and 

in his own words, "to acquire first 

hand knowledge." He was probably 

the first science teacher at St. Paul's 

who urged his students to go out and 

collect specimens (his famous "glass 

sandwich"), and to hand in a "science 

project" at the end of the semester. 

He was always fooling around with 

something in the laboratory so he 

could show us something interesting 

during class, while al l  the other 

science teachers were content with 

just sitting around and moving text 

from book to blackboard.

Mr. Poon was also one of the pioneers 

to run a science club at St. Paul’s. 

In the late 50s, a group of students 

from Form 3 organized a science club: 

the "Anode Science Association" on 

their own and operated it outside 

of the school. Mr. Poon was the one 

who initiated and encouraged the 

incorporation of this club under the 

Students' Association.

Although a strict disciplinarian when 

it came to school regulations, Mr. 

Poon had a human side; after lessons 

he would chat cordially and joke with 

students and the boy scouts (of which 

he was the Scout Master). Many of 

us still remember fondly his famous 

banana story. 

In the late 60s Mr. Poon emmigrated 

to the United States and worked 

in the LSI (Large Scale Integration 

circuitry) area. I wrote to him thanking 

him for being an inspirational teacher 

whose philosophy of "first hand 

knowledge" had become a guiding 

principle of our professional lives. 

I lost contact with him a few years 

later, and the next time I heard about 

him was that he had left this chaotic 

world to seek eternal rest. I had 

ample opportunity to visit him, but 

never got around to do so, something 

that I regret very much. 

David Stephen (1961), wrote on the 

passing of Mr. Andrew Poon, Science 

and Biology teacher and Scout Master 

in the 50s and 60s.
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29 years since Form 5
My name is Ben Lam  (林旭  Lam 
Yuk). I attended the kindergarten, the 
primary and the secondary schools at 
St. Paul’s. It has been 29 years since I 
graduated from Form 5 in 1978. I was 
elected to be the class monitor from 
Form 1 to Form 5. That, however, was 
nothing to boast about. Following the 
tradition of democracy, the class always 
elected a class monitor who had the 
least ability to manage and that would 
mean the class’ interest was protected. 
I was also nominated to be a school 
prefect in Form 5. My biggest challenge 
was to deal with students who spent 
the whole recess combing their hair in 
the lavatory.

I left Hong Kong for Australia after 
my Form 5 and also three months of 
Form 6. I completed my high school in 
Sydney, Australia and then went on to 
complete a Bachelor degree (Computer 
Science) at the University of Sydney. 
I also completed a Master degree 
(Manufacturing Engineering) at the 
University of Warwick in England and 
another Master degree (Banking and 
Finance) at the University of New South 
Wales back in Australia again. I have 
always considered that it is a character 
flaw to have too many degrees, as if I 
were avoiding something in life.

Since my life at St. Paul’s, I have 
lived, studied and worked in Europe, 
America, Africa and Asia, in both 
private and public sectors. I once 
became the Principal Consultant to the 
State Premier of New South Wales in 
Australia 15 years ago, giving advice to 
high technology. I was also responsible 
for the capital budgets and strategic 
planning of over 80 government 
agencies. I became the youngest public 
servant ever promoted to the rank of 
Principal Consultant of the New South 
Wales Government. That was long 
before there was such a thing called 
Internet when fax machine was a status 
symbol, several people had to share 

one microcomputer and only the best 
corporations had local area networks. I 
retired from the Australian Government 
three years ago as Australia’s Senior 
Investment Commissioner for China 
and South East Asia, which was 
Australia’s most highly paid officer 
posted overseas. Between government 
careers, I also worked throughout 
the world in the telecommunications 
industry, the health industry and the 
banking industry. 

Currently, I am the Executive President 
of the China arm of a US venture 
capital fund, focusing on media, health, 
education and high technology. I am 
greatly involved in building orphanages 
and sponsoring scholarships in China as 
well as engaging in government level 
activities such as the Beijing Olympic 
Games, Shanghai Special Olympic 
Games, Singapore Season and so on. I 
often organise concerts, music videos, 
charity auctions and TV programmes 
in China. It is my belief of Corporate 
Social Responsibility - a philosophy that 
the private sectors engage themselves 
in charitable work in order to benefit 
the society.

Winter is coming up. I currently have 
a donation drive for an orphanage in 
Heilongjiang where winter temperature 
is 30 degrees below zero and the 
orphanage desperately needs heating 
coal. There are also many street children 
in Heilongjiang who would perish 
during the winter. The smart street 
children would crawl underground 
and hug the heating pipes all through 
the winter in order to survive. So every 
winter we try to save as many street 
children as we can. Last winter we 
saved 30 of them. This is our third 
year of operation in Heilongjiang.

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My warm greetings to all alumni, colleagues, 
boys and girls, parents and friends of the St. 
Paul’s family, 
Let me share with you news of Primary 
Section!
Started in September 2002, we launched a 
5-phase guidance programme: Service Starts 
from Home (2002), Love Our Family Love 
Our School (2003), Love Our Community 
(2004, 2005), Love Our Country (2006), 
and, Embrace the World (2007, 2008). We 
feel that it is important for our students 
to realise the contributions they can make 
to their families, their role in the local 
community, their country and the world – 
Taking part in activities as diverse as “dress 
special” days, flag days and flower sales, 
collecting “Lai See” for the needy and 
donations for disaster relief (to help those 
affected by the snowstorms in China earlier 
this year, the cyclone in Burma and the 
Sichuan earthquake) has allowed them to 
understand community needs and how 
they can help. To help the students identify 
their national identity, we organised a ‘root 
finding’ trip to China in April 2007 and 
various activities to do with the Beijing 
Olympic Games. In June 2008, a group of 
students, teachers and parents travelled to 
Qing Yuan in China as part of the “Paul’
s Action” campaign. The programme this 
year, “Embrace the World”, has helped the 
boys see clearly the importance of caring 
for the planet, to appreciate and respect 
different cultures. The boys researched 
different topics in relation to national 
cultures and customs and shared their 
thoughts and findings. All the activities 
were supported enthusiastically by parents, 
without whose help many would not have 
been possible.
Throughout these years we have also 
focussed on the needs of the individual in 
school. To address the different learning 
needs and interests of as many of the boys 
as possible, we have continued with sports, 
music and speech training, uniform groups, 
and initiated a number of schemes-
Chinese lessons continue to be taught in 
Putonghua – this follows a two-year pilot 
scheme which began in September 2004, 
extensive consultation with staff and parents 
through meetings and questionnaires. 
Some students have shared in the English 
Ambassadors Club. Others have widened 

their knowledge of drama in the Drama 
Club, which prepared and presented a 
“Shadow Drama” based on Lewis Carroll’
s famous poem Jabberwocky. The Olympic 
Maths Club continues to extend the 
abilities of those with special aptitude for 
mathematics. A Budding Scientists Club 
has been very successful this year. Students 
from JC4-6 have made working models of 
robots, cars, planes and boats, taken part in 
competitions and visited places of interest in 
Hong Kong. Members have been enhanced 
by this scheme and three of them attained 
First Honour in the Hong Kong Budding 
Scientists Awards (2007-2008) which was 
organised by the Education Bureau for 
gifted students. Those students with special 
learning needs have greatly benefitted 
from speech therapy programmes, the 
Understanding the Adolescent Programme 
and the Sunny Boys Club.
Our attention has not just been on helping 
the students but also on supporting, 
assisting and strengthening the quality of 
our teachers. The School Self Assessment 
scheme and an on-going staff development 
programme go hand-in-hand to enhance 
teaching and learning among teachers and 
boys.
The Pr imary  School  Parent  Teacher 
Association has become an integral part of 
the school community. Parents serve in the 
different functions of the PTA, popping from 
home or office to school to tell the little 
ones stories, relieve teachers from lunch 
duties, help ordering and wrapping books 
for the library, stand in the sun or the rain to 
be time-keepers or position judges during 
sports events, organise drama shows and 
outings for the boys, and make donations 
generously whenever the School appeals to 
them.
Last but not least, the Primary School is 
working closely with the College, not only 
to ensure a smooth transition for the JC6 to 
fi t into F1, but also to strengthen the bond 
of all stakeholders in the ONE SCHOOL, 
in fulfilling the mission and goals on the 
many generations to come. With the clear 
direction of the College Council and their 
unfailing support, all stakeholders are 
working as ONE in making St. Paul’s College 
a better school than ever!
