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Message from them I

hile few would question the importance of

home-school partnerships, few realise that
strong home-school partnerships are key to raising
students’ performance and extending their
potential.

How do we build effective home-school
partnerships? The basic assumption of a partnership
is mutual responsibility. Mutual responsibility means
that there is no segregation of responsibility between
parents and teachers when it comes to the education of
children. Learning, not limited to homework and revision,
should take place at home as much as at school. Teachers’
responsibility is to inspire learning and parents’ responsibility
is to sustain that interest. Inquisitiveness therefore should be
fostered both at school and at home. Similarly, the teaching
of values and moral principles should never be limited to
the school setting. Both parents and teachers are significant
adults in children’s lives. They help to shape children’s sense
of self-worth, their outlook of life, their attitude to work,
their relationships with others and their understanding of
the world. Children pick up signals through observations
(and keen observers they are!) and daily interactions with
these significant adults. Conflicting signals can only cause
frustration and confusion.

All these of course must take place within the context
of mutual respect: between students and teachers, between
students and parents and between parents and teachers.
Mutual respect means treating one another in a courteous and

thoughtful way, not being sarcastic or critical. It also
means treating other’s opinions or viewpoints as
worthy of serious consideration. Though it may
be easier said than done, mutual respect is really
the basis of all harmonious relationships.

The College is therefore very grateful to
members of the PTA Executive Committee for
working so hard to build that bridge between home
and school. The many fun-filled activities reported

in this newsletter are evidence of the excellent work of the
Committee members under the able leadership of Mr. Ip Siu Wai.
Their involvement in many school activities such as Speech Day,
Sports Day and the Sponsored Walk is also deeply appreciated.
We understand that the hectic pace of modern lifestyle can often
make this kind of commitment difficult.

As the College is about to celebrate its 165th anniversary,
we look forward to another rewarding year of home-school
partnerships, working towards the same goal of providing
what is best for the students.
